Features

« The speaker plate is 4-way height-adjustable and allows adjusting the dispersion
angle of the speaker (£ 10°)

Set-up
A) First make sure the scope of delivery is complete:
1) Rubber mat 2) Speaker plate
4) Screw clamp 5) Hexagon bolt (2 x)
6) Allen wrench 7) Cable clamp

3) Support arm
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Attach the cable clamp (7) to the support arm and place the speaker plate (2)
on top of the support arm.
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Secure it with 2 x hex bolts at the top of the support arm. Tighten the screws
with the Allen wrench.
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Place the rubber mat on the speaker plate.

Attach the screw clamp (4) to the table top. Place the monitor on the plate (2).
Thread the speaker cable through the cable clamp and, if necessary, through
the recess in the rear end of the plate.

Adjustment and alignment

1) Press the lock button and set the speaker plate to the desired height. The
speaker box is in optimal position when the loudspeaker (s) are at the level of
the user's ears.
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If this can not be achieved, you can vary the angle of the speaker plate so that
the speakers emit in the direction of the user's ears.

3) Todo this, loosen the rotary knob and set the desired angle between + 10 °.
Tighten the knob again and proceed with the second stand accordingly. Both
should have the same angle. In each case, orient yourself on the scale below
the rotary knob.
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Place the stands with the speakers so that they form an equilateral triangle
with the user and the speakers emit directly towards the user's ears.

« For tabletop clamp mounting (maximum clamping range: 55 mm)
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The plasticiser contained in the rubber mat of this product may possibly react with
the contact surface of the loudspeaker box and after some time cause permanent
dark stains there. In case of doubt, do not let the rubber mat get in direct contact with
the speaker box surface and use felt pads.
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
