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Before you assemble your rack, make sure the contents of package is complete according to the following list.

19-inch studio rack Millenium SR-2008

1 X baseplate, steel sheet

1 X cover plate, steel sheet

2 x side panel, sheet steel with rack rails, guide rail for heavy load brackets and fan grid
2 X furniture wheel

2 x furniture wheel with locking mechanism
8 x Allen screw M6 x 20

4 x plastic cap

6 X heavy load bracket

6 x Allen screw M6 x 15

6 x nut for heavy load bracket

16 x cage nut M6

16 X Phillips screw M6 x 20

1 X two-piece crossbar

1 x Allen wrench

Overview

The following figure provides an overview of the positioning of the individual components. In addition to the Allen key supplied,
you will need a suitable Phillips screwdriver and a soft pad for the assembly.
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Assembly steps
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1. Turn the baseplate (1) so that you can screw the two side panels (2) in the baseplate (1) with each two Allen screws
M6 x 20 (3) using the Allen key supplied.

Use a soft padding to prevent damage to the mounting or housing surface.
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2, Place the assembled unit with the baseplate facing down on a suitable mounting surface. Use a soft padding to prevent
damage to the mounting or housing surface.

Screw the heavy load brackets (4), the M6 x 15 Allen screws (5) and the heavy load bracket nuts (6) in the guide rails of the
side panels using the Allen wrench as shown. Make sure that the heavy load bracket nut (6) is inside the guide rail.
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3. Place the cover plate (7) of the housing on the mounted unit and screw the cover plate in place with four Allen screws

M6 x 20 (3) in the two side panels using the provided Allen wrench.
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4, Insert the four plastic caps (8) into the recesses on the cover plate.
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Place the assembled unit with the cover plate facing down on a suitable mounting surface. Use a soft padding to prevent
damage to the mounting or housing surface.

Mount the two wheels (10) and the two locking wheels (9) to the base plate.
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Position the assembled unit with the wheels facing down.

Mount the crossbar (11) with four Phillips screws M6 x 20 (12) and four cage nuts M6 (13) with a Phillips screwdriver in the
rack rails of the side panels as shown.

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7. ) Toinstall the equipment into the studio rack, screw it in the rack rails with a Phillips screwdriver using the Phillips screws
M6 x 20 (14) and cage nuts M6 (15) as illustrated.
